Pupils of your school will enjoy substantial learning benefits, such as: in-depth understanding (avoiding
over simplification) of the subjects related to Expo Milano 2015, improvement of pupils’ ability to
communicate effectively through modern, multimedia and interactive channels (media literacy) and
enhancement of teamwork attitude abilities and collaboration in an international environment.

All completed narratives will be highly visible: through a dedicated online portal accessible from the Expo
Milano 2015’s website, interactive installations within the premises of Expo Milano 2015, a dedicated
YouTube Channel and web-TV programs.

In Autumn 2015 an online award ceremony will be held from the Exposition’s site and will connect schools
from all over the world.

We therefore invite your school to take part (with one or more groups of students) to this exciting
international education opportunity and kindly ask you to forward this letter and the attached information kit
to all interested teachers.
